Steps in Making a Mind Map
1. Turn a white sheet of paper on its side (landscape)

2. Gather a selection of colored pens, thick and thin point is best

3. Select the topic, subject or problem to be Mind Mapped

4. Gather any materials or research  additional information – textbook, teacher notes, rough copy, etc

5. Start in the center with an image – don’t take up the whole page, this image is the central concept

6. The central image should attract immediate attention and memory

7. Make the branches/image/words, closets to the center thicker, wavy or organic in some way so they stand out as being the main ideas of the central concept

8. From those identified main idea(s) branch thinner lines off to show supporting details of the main idea(s)
9. Use the supporting detail branches to explore and record information and various images which support the main idea(s) in regards to the branched they correlate with.

10. Use colors as your own special code to show the reader: topics, themes or dates and to make the Mind Map more beautiful, memorable and unique.
