Indian Act amended: made it illegal for Indians to raise money for land claims or for lawyers to work for them (until 1951)
1997
Delgamuukw Decision: Supreme Court recognized aboriginal rights and title

1999-2000
Nisga’a Final Agreement: first treaty in BC since Douglas Treaties (based on Delgamuukw)
