	Analysis of sources for author and context

	Use of Criteria Used to Make a Plausible Judgement about responsibility for the Regina Riot
	There are no criteria present, or the criteria that are written cannot be used to develop a plausible answer to the question; position may not be clear
	Appropriate criteria are present, but they are not used to decide on responsibility; judgement may not be plausible in the context
	Clear, appropriate criteria are present, most of which are used to support a plausible judgement about responsibility

	Sophisticated criteria have been developed, and are used to make a highly plausible historical judgment about responsibility for the riot
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
