	Students demonstrate limited ability to extract knowledge from sources and do not discuss the relative merits of various kinds of sources.
	Students demonstrate the ability to extract basic information from sources but do not discuss the relative merits of various kinds of sources.
	Students construct a fairly full and accurate account of schooling in 19th Century NB and provide some analysis of the relative strengths and weakness of the various kinds of evidence.
	Students construct an accurate account of schooling in 19th Century NB and distinquish between the strengths and weaknesses of personal accounts (tend to be rich in detail and color but limited in scope as well as being more subjective) and government reports (tend to be wider in scope and application but less full in terms of detail).

Continuity and Change
	Students recognize change at a superficial level but demonstrate very little if any recognition of continuity.
	Students recognize areas of obvious change and are able to identify a few superficial areas of continuity.  In both cases the focus is on what actually happens in schools with no attention to underlying reasons or principles. 
	Students demonstrate fairly sophisticated understanding of both continuity and change.  These sometimes go beyond superficial and physical things (such as teachers do not whip children or students still study mathematics) to include attention to underlying reasons and  principles (for example, students were largely punished for not being able to do the work required which almost never happens today).
	Students demostrate sophisticated understandings of continuity and change including attention to both what happens in schools and underlying reasons and principles for what happens.

The Moral Dimension
	 and students tend to see the changes in schooling as universally and uncritically indicating progress.
	The focus is on external and superficial things but students do identify possible elements of decline in schooling (eg. the separation of family members, busing etc.).
	More balanced discussion of progress and decline with some discussion of reasons for those.
	A sophisticated discussion of progress and decline that goes beyond superficial differences to discuss how change is reflective of wider historical trends and movements.  
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
