WORKING WITH CAPTIONS
Captions are short descriptions that accompany a visual text—photo, painting, poster, cartoon, etc.

Tips for captions:

· Avoid stating the obvious. (“Looking into the camera…”)

· Identify all the people who are seen clearly.  Be sure to follow a pattern in doing   the IDs, and tell the reader your pattern. (“left to right”, etc.)

· Be creative in how you start a caption. Use a prepositional phrase (“During the provincial basketball tournament,…”) and –ing words (“Kicking in for the last few metres,…”), or other techniques.  Don’t overuse any one technique.

· Give the reader a lot of information in the caption.  Use two or three sentences, if possible.

· Using quotations in a caption adds a personal voice.

· Identify when the visual was created / taken.

Practice: Choose three images from a magazine or the room and create a well-written caption for each.
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TASK:
You will be given a series of images of a fur product. Create five different captions (2-4 sentences) that represent five different historical perspectives when looking upon fur as a commodity. Use words that show a comparing and contrasting to the role of fur in the 1700s: “Similar to the 1700s, fur in the 1930s…”, “Unlike the 1700s, fur today…”, etc.  Be sure you say which photo you are describing.
